We sometimes cook or do food activities to complement lessons in
kindergarten and it would be helpful to know when | plan our recipes.

Help at Home
Please help your child by checking their homework each night. If you feel your child needs more help
with a specific concept, please feel free to write a note or talk to either Mrs. Farinola or me about it so
that w e can all work together so that your child reaches their fullest potential.

Homework
Homework will be sent home every night (except Friday), the schedule for the week will be sent out on
Monday. Homework is to be ¢ ompleted in the Red Elephant notebook your child brings home each day or
in some cases, on the sheet sent home that night. Your child should complete this work by himself, under

your supervision, and return it each day. Completing and returning homework helps build a sense of
responsibility and prepares him for the homework he will have to complete in later school years.

Journals

use of journal writing.  In these journals the kindergartners combine their emerging writing skills with
their drawing skills.  As the children are exposed to a variety of phonics and reading experiences,
journal entries will move from drawings and  &dinventive a spellingst hat we refer to as
towards more conventional writing.  Please encourage any attempts your child makes at writing and
remind them to listen for the so  unds they hear as they attempt to write.

Lunch® :

We will eat lunch from 12:00-12:30 each day. Children may bring a packed lunch from home or you may
sign up for a school lunch which you select from the lunch menu and order in advance. If you send your

child to school with a packed lunch, make sure they will have enough time to eat it and they know how to
open it. When sending in drinks, PLEASE DO NGENd in Capri Sun-type drinks, large (160z) water bottles,
or cans as they are difficult for children to open and can cause quite a mess. Drinks with pop -tops or
Rubbermaid reusable containers w ith the straw are best as they are easy for children to open and can

be closed so they dong¢t spildl over.

Have your child use the restroom shortly before coming to school . Please make me aware of any
medical problem that might require more frequent restroom trips.

Science

The focus of the kindergarten science curriculum is on developing an awareness of the world in which
we live. Through scientific inquiry, concepts will be presented in th e life and earth sciences, including

the study of animals and plants, the five senses. general health and the four seasons. These areas will be
explored utilizing a literacy based, hands -on approach.

Shared Reading
Shared reading is an interactive process used with the whole class. As the teacher reads a story,
children join in on phrases or words that they know. During subsequent re -readings, children read more
and more of the text, until they are able to read the story independently. Shared reading is an
opportunity for the teacher to model conventions of print and the use of reading strategies.

Show and Tell
Show and tell will be on Fridays. A schedule will be sent home during the first few weeks of school . Have
your child put their show and tell item in a brown paper bag and help them think of 3 clues to describe the
item. Please do not send in anything that is breakable.
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We will have snack everyday from 10:15 -10:30. Please make sure the snack you provide is healthy and
can be eaten in 15 minutes. Please send your child with 4 napkins a day (or two reusable cloth napkins
which you can wash once a week). We use 2 of these napkins as placemats to keep our work space clean
and catch crumbs and 2 napkins to wipe our mouths. Pleas e remind your child that the same good
manners they use while eating at home should also be used at school.

Social Studies
The kindergarten social studies curriculum focu  ses on the students and how they relate to others in
their families, classroom, school, and community. Holiday celebrations will also be highlighted. Activities
will help the children engage their natural curiosity for the world around them.

Supplies
The children will need the following supplies for kindergarten.

-2 boxes of Lysol/Clorox disinfecting wipes

-3 rolls of paper towels

-2 boxes of tissues

-1 dispenser of hand sanitizer

-2 thin black dry erase markers

-1 box of Ziplock baggies (boys should bring in quart size and girls should bring in gallon size)
-a smock or old shirt (with initials  inside)
